PRAY FOR OUR CHURCH (EFCLA) 

• Pray for Happiness Group. Pray for Mar 26 Revival Camp, and Mar 27 Hap-
piness Group Training.  Pray for preparation of each Happiness group, and 
the invitation of the BEST .  

• Pray for Equipping Ministries.  Pray for Elder Joe Fan, pastor Johnson Hsieh, 
Deacon Yvonne Wang, Deacon Cindy Tang, and teachers of adult, youth, and 
children Sunday School.
