PRAY FOR THE WORLD 
• Pray for Turkey and Syria.  Pray for the resettlement and reconstruction af-

ter the earthquake in Turkey and Syria. After the earthquake in Turkey on 
February 6, another earthquake of 5.6 magnitude occurred in southeastern 
Turkey on February 27. The two earthquakes caused Turkey more than $34 
billion in damage and 1.75 million people were left homeless. Due to the 
bad weather in the area, frequent aftershocks caused difficulties in recon-
struction and resettlement of the affected people. May God be merciful to 
Turkey, so that God's love can greatly fill this country and comfort people's 
fears and worries. 
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
