PRAY FOR OUR CHURCH (EFCLA) 

• Pray for the outreach ministry of Happiness Group. Starting from 3/3, the 
Spring Happiness Group has launched. Please pray for the love, faith, unity 
and humble service of the co-workers, pray for the work of the Holy Spirit in 
the meetings, and ask the Lord to add His chosen people to the happiness 
group.
