Title: Training for Your Mission—Godliness
Passage: 1 Timothy 4:8-10

PRAY FOR OUR CHURCH (EFCLA)

e Pray for the STM team. May God give STM team faith and strength, so they
can be bold to share the gospel and serve people in different cultures. Bless
every gathering, people’s hearts will be touched by God, and they will expe-
rience God’s powerful visit and the work of the Holy Spirit. May God grant
them safe travel and good health.

e Prayer for the Church’s 55th Anniversary Celebration. The church’s anni-
versary celebration will take place in October, and preparations are cur-
rently underway.
