Title: When Evil Comes
Passage: Obadiah 1:15 & Romans 12:17-21

PRAY FOR OUR CHURCH (EFCLA)

Pray for the Sick. Pray that the Lord would heal those who are sick and re-
store their health and strength. Also, please pray for Pastor Benson’s
daughter, Danielle. A brain scan in Taiwan revealed a neurofibroma, and she
will need to undergo surgery on 8/12. Please intercede for her to the Lord
for a smooth scheduling of the surgery, and for a full recovery afterward.
