SERMON NOTES

Title: Walk in the Light Again
Passage: 1 John 1:5-10

PRAY FOR OUR CHURCH (EFCLA)

e Pray for the Church's leadership and co-workers. Pray for pastors (Zone
Pastors), elders, deacons, advisers, and group leaders. Pray that the Lord
would help them build an intimate relationship with Him every day, and
pray constantly, and live a holy and victorious life. Pray that every co-worker
will fulfill their duties, so that each of them can lead and build up believers
and become a good example for believers. Give them the burden to the soul
and the eloquence to preach the Gospel, so that they will all become chan-
nels of God's blessing and love.
