SERMON NOTES

Title: Ever Seeking Lest Sinking--Watchful Resting, Never Relaxing
Passage: Psalm 19

PRAY FOR OUR CHURCH (EFCLA)

e Pray for Mother’s Day Sunday. Pray for the joint Mother’s Day service on
May 10—that every part of the service, including worship, the choir’s offer-
ing, and the preaching, will go smoothly. May mothers be honored, God'’s
name be lifted high, and may He receive the greatest glory.

e Pray for Taiwanese and Mandarin Sunday School equipping courses in
May. From May to July, Taiwanese and Mandarin congregation will offer
courses including “New Testament Lessons - Ordinary Letters”, “Biblical
Worldview”, “The Thessalonian Epistles”, “Living Out God’s Wisdom in
Christ”, “Abundant Grace and Light”, and “Faith Q&A”. Pray that brothers
and sisters would develop a deep hunger for God’s Word and grow in their
faith, in their understanding of Scripture, and in their discipleship.
